Question : I was quite happy being an Emo until the other 
day, when I heard that a Goth was killed in Lancashire – 
just for being a Goth. That’s got me wondering – are all 
different groups a bad thing, if people feel that strongly 
about them? Shouldn’t we all come together as one big 
group of young people? 

 
Answer:   I’m not sure that banning Goths, Emos and 
Bikers etc would really work, even if it could be done. A 
better way might be to be positive about the way in which 
many groups help their members to be creative, and also 
to help people understand that everyone is a unique and 
valuable person, made by God to be like Him, in 
whatever group they belong to, or if they don’t belong to one at all. To help 
create a bit more understanding, here are some basic details about some of 
the main groups, as given by a few Youth News readers recently: 
  
Goths  – short for Gothic: usually wear long black coats and black boots, and 
often have dark lips – but white make-up. Can sometimes appear to be quite 
melancholy, and listen to miserable sounding music. 
 
Bikers  – one of the more sporty groups. As their name suggests, they skate – 
e.g. on a skateboard or using roller skates. They also often like BMX-biking, 
tend to start fights and wear big shoes that come off easily. 
 
Emos – short for emotional, and self-harming is unfortunately sometimes 
identified as something that some Emos do. Their hair can be strange (e.g. 
bright orange, or with a flat fringe and much hair at the side) and their 
favourite music is often heavy rock. 
 
Chavs  – said to stand for ‘council house and violence’. Unlike for some 
groups, being called a ‘Chav’ is seen as derogatory, and not something that 
people would usually be proud of. Chav-like symptoms are said to include 
wearing burberry and trackies (track suit bottoms). They also wear hoodies 
with hats – whereas many other people wear hoodies without hats. Chavs are 
also often quite friendly compared with other groups – and it is claimed that 
Rushden was recently voted the fourth most chav-like town in England. 
  
Freaks, boffs, geeks and nerds – these are similar groups, containing 
people who tend to be punctual, break-time-hating, well-behaved teacher’s 
pets at school and, academic – similar to the ‘scholars’ at Rushden Boys’ 
School in the 1980s. Typically, they spend hours playing serious computer 
games, but sometimes do more random things, like play with plastic bags. 
 
Other people – many people don’t belong to any group, and vary from people 
who are ‘normal’ (whatever that means) to those who are ‘a bit of a weirdo’. In 
contrast, some people belong to more than one group (e.g. skating chavs); 
and others belong to other groups, such as the lad culture, although they tend 
to be older.  
 
It’s natural for people to want to mix with people of their own group, such as at 
school. But it’s good that there are some groups – including some church 
youth clubs – where people from different groups go along each week and get 
on very well together.

New beginnings 
 

HUNGRY HANNAH MAKES (& EATS) … 
 
EASY LEMON SPONGE PUDDING 
 
Ingredients: 
100g caster sugar 
100g softened butter 
100g self raising flour   
2 eggs 
Zest of 1 lemon 
4 tablespoons of lemon curd 
  
Method 
Mix the sugar, butter, flour, eggs, lemon zest and vanilla together until creamy, 
then spoon into a medium microwave-proof baking dish. Microwave on High for 3 
mins, turning halfway through cooking, until risen and set all the way through. 
Leave to stand for 1 min.  
  
Meanwhile, heat the lemon curd for 30 secs in the microwave and stir until 
smooth. Pour all over the top of the pudding and serve with a dollop of crème 
fraîche or scoops of ice cream.
