HUNGRY HANNAH WRITES... Here's a nice recipe | found on ww.bbcgoodfood.com

Chocolate soufflés

You need:

200g dark chocolate, cubed
150 cut into cubes, plus a bit extra to grease the ramekins

(‘The what?!", | hear you ask. Well look to the right...)

6 eggs

1759 sugar

125g plain flour

For this dish you need ramekins - little round dishes that can go in the oven.

Method:

Heat oven to 180 degrees C, or gas Mark 4. Grease the ramekins. Melt the chocolate with
the butter in a bowl over simmering water or in the microwave. Beat the eggs with the
sugar until very light and fluffy and fold into the flour. Fold in the chocolate and butter
mixture.

Divide between the ramekins (should make 6). Bake for 8-12 mins, until the souffles rise
with a firm crust. Serve with cream. They should still be slightly runny in the middle. Yum!
