Auntie Agnes’s Advice

Question : People keep going on
about giving up stuff for Lent.
What's that all about? | don’t
even know what ‘Lent’ is.

Answer: Well, Lent is the

traditional name for the period of

forty days (not counting Sundays),

starting on ‘Ash Wednesday’ and

leading up to Easter Day. Because

Easter (whose date depends on a complicated
formula to do with the moon) is early this year, so is
Ash Wednesday — on 6" February. As usual, thisis
the day after Shrove Tuesday (pancake day), when,
traditionally, spare food has been eaten up in
advance of having a fast (or at least eating a bit less
than normal) during Lent.

Although the Bible doesn’t say that everyone has to
give up anything in Lent (and doesn’t even actually
mention Lent), Christians traditionally regard it as a
good opportunity for sorting out their lives a bit.
Giving up bad things (e.g. unhealthy food) is one
possibility, but so his starting something good,
whether that's a ‘spiritual’ thing, such as praying
more, or something more practical like doing more
exercise, or something to help the environment.
TEAR Fund has, for example, issued ideas for a 40-
day “carbon fast”, which asks people to do things
like thinking whether they can do more recycling,
and fill their kettle with only as much water as is
needed. (The Youth News Editor has more details if
needed). Some churches also run special Lent Bible
study courses but — as with many things that people
take up for Lent — the question that springs into my
mind each year is: if it's such a good thing to do,
why should we stop doing it at the end of Lent?
