Question : I’m feeling very guilty and 
uncaring at the moment. That’s 
because, whilst lots of my friends are 
really gutted about Michael Jackson 
dying suddenly the other day, I’m not 
that bothered, if I’m honest. OK, he 
was a good singer, and he was quite 
young, but I think it’s going a bit far to 
compare him with Beethoven and Mozart, as 
someone did on the radio. 

Answer:  I’m sure that you’re not alone in thinking 
this. Whilst some people are particularly caring, and 
feel quite affected when someone they know – even 
if not personally – dies, many of us aren’t like that. 
Some of the things that have happened since 
Michael’s death do seem to have been a bit over the 
top, and suggest that people were almost 
worshipping him – such as the Radio Northampton 
newsreader who described Michael’s death as ‘the 
awful news’, not many days after the death of over 
200 people in a plane crash in the Atlantic Ocean 
had been referred to simply as … news. It seems 
right to avoid celebrity worship, and although the 
Bible calls us to “mourn with those who mourn” 
(Romans chapter 12), it’s probably better to put 
most of our efforts into mourning alongside people 
we know personally who have lost a family member 
or friend. But that doesn’t mean that we shouldn’t 

give thanks to God for 
Michael Jackson’s 
gifts, and pray for 
everyone who does 
feel bereaved 
because he has died.
