Question: Why is Robert Mugabe 
allowed to get away with bullying his 
political opponents in such a blatant way, 
as seen by millions of people? 
 
Answer: A fairly theological answer is 
that this is an effect of sin having entered 
the world, which leads to innocent people 
suffering. But it does seem unfair that 
nothing definite is being done to remove him from office – 
although a quick removal from office is something that 
Africans and others are praying for, and some church & 
other leaders are now calling for direct military action if 
needed. But it’s true that the Zimbabwe leader has been 
able to get away with many evil acts: maybe other 
countries think that it’s a not directly a matter for them, or 
they might think that they should do something, but are put 
off when they look at the problems there are in countries 
pulling out when they have stepped in to help people, such 
as in Iraq.  

 
In some ways, it’s similar to other kinds of 
bullying, whether in the expected places, 
such as the school playground, or places 
where it is perhaps less expected and 
done in a more ‘civilised’ way, such as in 
church meetings, or at work, or anywhere 
else where people can feel that they are 

bullied, even if the person doing the bullying doesn’t 
necessarily realise that their strong personality comes 
across as bullying. In any of these cases, it’s comforting to 

remember that God will ultimately 
punish those who do wrong, even if 
they go unpunished on Earth. And it 
remains the case that we’re all made in 
the image of God (Genesis 1:26), 
whether or not any bully has found any 
reason to pick on us. It’s also the case 
that standing up to bullies is often 

worth the effort, particularly if the victim is being supported 
and encouraged – e.g. by a parent, or person or anti-
bullying group at their school.
