Question : although it’s now getting a bit 
boring, hearing every day about MPs 
claiming expenses money from hard-
working taxpayers towards random things 
like moat-cleaning, church collections, I 
also find it very worrying. I remember 
getting a detention for simply borrowing a 
pen without asking, and my Dad’s mate got 
sacked for fiddling his expenses. So why do all these 
MPs think that they are so much better than everyone 
else that they can get away with grabbing loads of 
money? 

Answer:  You’re not the only one 
who’s very angry at what’s been 
going on, as various websites, the 
removing of several MPs (but only at 
the next election) and bits of graffiti 
daubed on MP’ offices have shown. 
The whole thing seems to have struck 

a chord with the public, making many of us stand up to 
say that we want things to be done differently from now 
on. I think it shows that we do all - a bit like God - have a 
natural sense of right and wrong and we can get very 
angry when people who should know better have chosen 
to do wrong – something that we think should have been 
obvious to them, even if they were ‘following the rules’.  
This whole saga will therefore have a happy ending, if it 
encourages more people who want to do right to stand as 
MPs or local councillors. But before we get too angry 

though, we need to remember that 
none of us are perfect: we’ve all 
fallen short, as Romans 3:23 says.  

Whether or not we’ve ever had the 
chance to fiddle our expenses, 

we’ve all had moments of being selfish and ignoring the 
needs of others. It’s probably really largely a matter of 
praying – for others, such as MPs, first – and then for 
ourselves, that we’ll increasingly start doing whatever 
Jesus would have done if he was living in England in
