Auntie Agnes’s Advice

Question : Recently my Mum told me off for
clearing the snow from outside my house,
saying that we then might get taken to court
if someone slipped over and hurt themselves
— whereas we wouldn't if we left the snow
untouched? But isn’t being a Christian about
helping other people rather than worrying
about the cost for ourselves?

Answer: Yes itis, exactly. | found something similar in a
local library recently, when a photocopier stopped
working when | was doing some copying. | was told
sternly to report it to the staff on duty rather than try to
mend it myself. But this was because | would be liable to
be legally responsible for any damage caused if | tried to
mend it — not because the staff would be able to help me
get my copying done. Unfortunately, lots of people in
Britain, Christians included, seem to have got sucked into
what is called the ‘compensation culture’. For largely
understandable reasons, they sometimes allow their

head rather than their heart to decide what is the right
thing for them to do. But this approach can easily forget
about Jesus, whose efforts to help us (by dying in our
place, for our wrongdoing, as in John chapter 3 verse 16)
cost Him everything. And whilst He doesn’t expect us to
die for other people’s sins in this way (because He's
already done it for all of us), He does expect us to
continue to have a servant heart, which should guide
what we do more than a cautious and risk-averse head —
Deuteronomy chapter 11: verse 13 is a mention in the Old
Testament of serving with all our heart, and Galatians 5: 12-
13 in the New Testament also mentions serving and loving
others. It is, of course, sensible to be a bit cautious about
helping others, but when the caution gets in the way of
helping people in real need, it must have gone too far. It
would be interesting to find out how many people really do
get taken to court over people slipping over on paths that
they've cleared. Even if it ever does happen, there are
likely in practice to be enough people willing to take a
stand against the compensation culture to help pay the
fine, if a well-publicised whip-round took place.
