Question : I was at Passion & Glory last 
month when a load of deafening feedback 
type noise suddenly came out of the 
speakers. What was that about? 
Incompetent sound engineering? 
 
Answer:   I was actually there too (in 
disguise, of course), and the sound 
engineering seemed very competent to me, 
in fact. It actually seemed that we were 
under some sort of spiritual attack, because the PA had 
been working perfectly well all evening until then, and the 
very bold worship song that was being sung must have 
been too much of a reminder of the way in which God is at 
work among the lives of many young people in and around 
Rushden. Some local church leaders have also noticed 
that their churches seem to be under spiritual attack – e.g. 
by people being ill or arguing more than normal, and this 
seems to be traceable back to some very public praying 
that was done at the open air service in the High Street on 
Good Friday (when there was another sudden PA failure, 
by the way). In addition, there has, at the time of writing, 
been a spate of break-ins at churches in Rushden, 
involving at least four churches. Whilst it may be due to 
people suddenly forgetful at locking things up, that doesn’t 
seem a very likely explanation. We need to: 
 

- Be pleased , that Godly things that are good 
enough to attack are happening in Rushden; 

 
- Be aware  that Christians sometimes need to 

struggle against the powers of darkness (see 
Ephesians 6: 12 in the Bible) 

 
- Be bold  in our faith, and not give up; and 
 
- Be prepared to suffer . Romans 8 and 1 Peter 5 

are bits of the Bible that tell us that it’s usual for 
Christians to have to live through suffering, rather 
than be cushioned from it.   

 
 

 
I've only recently moved to Rushden from Northampton and think the school I'm in 
now is more preferable than my old school!
