Auntie Agnes’s Advice

Question: I'm getting a bit fed up with the
celebrity thing. Celebrity this; Celebrity that;
Celebrity Big Brother, Celebrity Little Sister,
Celebrity next-door neighbour’s cat's flea etc. And
what gets me most is that there seem there seem
to be as many celebrities in the church as
anywhere else. Whether away at Christian camps,
or wondering who'll be doing the talk or lead the
songs in our weekly services back at home, some
people seem to get hero-worshipped. But shouldn’t we
worship Jesus and no one else?

Answer: Yes we should — you're exactly right. End of
discussion. OK, | better go on a bit more, because the space
below here will look embarrassingly empty otherwise.
Worshipping celebrities definitely isn’'t something that God
wants us to do. The Ten Commandments (e.g. Exodus 20)
are clear that we should worship only the one true God (of
whom Jesus is part, of course). And John the Baptist's
saying that he must decrease so that Jesus could increase
shows that the Christian way of doing things is for people to
demote themselves, rather than push themselves forward.
OK, we can risk demoting ourselves too much, because we
are all individually made and loved by God and so important
in that sense. But in general, we need to hold back on
looking up to particular humans, and look to God instead. It's
encouraging that some so-called Christian celebrities seem
to be fully in tune with God on this, and reject the very idea
that they are celebrities. For example:

. John Sentamu, Archbishop of York, turned down
the offer of a place on Celebrity Big Brother
because the message would have been about
himself, rather than about Jesus; and
Mike Pilavachi, adored by thousands as the founder
of Soul Survivor, and despite having 5,377 friends
on Facebook at the last count — and 2,244
members of the ‘Mike Pilavachi Appreciation Club’ -
has written of himself (in Youthwork magazine):
“Over the last few years, | have become a very
minor and low grade Christian celebrity. | hate it. |
love and need encouragement; but | do not need
people to think | am something | am not.... The
truth is that | am just a lump of lard trying to serve
the God | love...”

So, at the risk of turning the above two gents into

celebrities, please be inspired by what they say, rather

than jumping on to the celebrity-worshipping
bandwagon.
