A report and survey of
youth volunteering by
the Evangelical Alliance

It also reports that
about 40% of the voluntary
work carried out by young
people takes place through

churches or religious
organizations .
Even 10% of those who
declared themselves non-
religious still volunteered
through a religious
organization.

Of young people who attend
Christian meetings almost
every week, the rate of
volunteering was 69%,
compared with 29% of those
who described themselves as
Christians but who attended
Christian meetings less than
once a month. The rate of
volunteering for atheists was
30%.

Bible. But there are so many to choose

from. Should it be Holy? Should it be

Youth? Should it be Spirit-filled?

Should it be a study Bible? Should it be

a social justice version, whatever that

is? How can | work out which one to get, please?

Answer: That's a very good question,
and I'm glad that you weren’t to
embarrassed to ask it, because a lot
of people get a bit confused about
this type of thing. All the versions that
you mention above sound as if they
should be good to have. In practice, they differ
mostly as far as the extra articles that are included
are concerned, rather than the wording of the Bible
text itself — although the Bible text itself comes in
many different versions, but that's another story.

The more important thing is to not end up buying
something that’'s not a proper Bible at all, but simply
something that’s called a ‘bible’ in the sense of being
regarded as an important book. On a recent trip to a
local High Street store (OK, WH Smith) | saw just
four of these in a matter of minutes: the Tarot Bible,
the Spells Bible, the Witches’ Bible ... and the
Knitter’'s Bible. And the worrying thing is that all of
these except the Knitter's Bible risked confusing
people by being in the shop’s ‘religious’ section —
even though the proper Bible (in whatever version) is
clear that tarot cards, spells and witches are things
to be avoided. But if in doubt, why not ask a youth
leader, or church leader, or any other Christian?
