Auntie Agnes’s Advice

Question: Is there really a heaven? And
what about hell? That's surely too harsh to
actually exist —isn't it?

Answer: over the years, various images

have built up in people’s minds about

heaven and hell, such as angels playing

harps (in heaven) and blazing fiery

furnaces (hell). But, although these

images might not be literally real, the

Bible is clear that things called heaven and hell do exist.

Heaven is described in various places as where people

who have chosen Jesus go to after they die, although all

the mentions of it can only be in picture language,
because our human minds are
inevitably so limited by thinking in an
earthly way that we can't fully get our
heads round how good it will be. And
there’s a risk that we’ll spend all our
time looking ahead to what will happen
after our deaths, when the Bible is

clear that God's Kingdom is already here now, in at

least some ways.

A couple of words are used for hell in the

Bible: ‘sheol’ (the place of the dead) and

‘Gehenna’ (the place of punishment for

evil deeds).
